On February 17th we begin our Lenten 

journey. As in any endeavor, we are well 

advised to follow the old Latin adage: In 

omnibus respice finem – In all things, look to 

the end. Meaning comes from the goal to be 

achieved. The liturgical season of Lent looks 

to Easter, the day of our Lord’s Resurrection. Our journey, therefore, is a 

lengthy preparation to prepare our minds and hearts, individually and 

collectively, to experience anew the mystery of our Lord’s passion and 

death that leads to the mystery of the Resurrection. 

      

Our preparation is direct and clear: we are to pray, fast, and give alms.   

On Ash Wednesday we hear this message in the Gospel. Prayer opens us to 

the mystery of God; fasting brings that discipline into our lives that sets us 

free to do God’s will; alms-giving is our way of reaching out to our needy 

sisters and brothers. These are the means to the end; these are the spiritual 

exercises that will influence the quality of our Easter celebration. 

      

Without a goal, individual actions lack meaning. As Lent approaches we 

raise our eyes to the Risen Lord who dwells within and among us, and we 

ask for the grace to participate more fully in His paschal mystery.

LENTEN REGULATIONS 
 

Catholics who have celebrated their 14th birthday are bound to abstain from meat on Ash Wednesday and each Friday of 

Lent. Catholics who have celebrated their 18th birthday, in addition to abstaining from meat, should fast on Ash 

Wednesday and Good Friday. Fasting entails eating only one full meal, with two small meals. The obligation to fast 

ceases with the celebration of one’s 59th birthday. 
  

Catholics should not lightly excuse themselves from these prescribed minimal penances. If you have a legitimate and 

sufficient reason to excuse yourself, it is suggested that you substitute another penitential observance or observe the 

abstinence on another day. 

FASTING AND ABSTINENCE 

Its purpose is to be an act of penance—an act of sacrifice. We detach ourselves temporarily from some good things of the 

world in order to focus more fully on God and to hear God speak to us. 

MINISTRY OF LEADING PRAYER 

Resurrection Parish is most fortunate to have several people 

who have completed the 6 day training program for the 

Ministry of Leading Prayer. The class is offered each year for 

those preparing for the Deaconate and for Lay Leaders of 

Prayer. The people pictured have all completed the training 

over the past several years.   
 

As participants in the training program,  they have received 

basic information and initial practice in the ministry of 

leading prayer.  The classes focused on prayers and services 

where deacons and lay leaders may be called upon to lead 

prayer, namely: Morning and Evening Prayer, emergency 

Sunday Celebrations in the Absence of a Priest, Weekday 

Liturgy of the Word with Communion Outside Mass, Vigil 

for the Deceased and The Rite of Committal.

In Clarification of Current Needs of the Diocese of Green Bay it states: 

While the role of the priest as celebrant and presider at the Eucharist continues to be central to the worship 

life of the parish, it is increasingly the case that deacons and lay leaders are asked to preside at various 

public prayers and devotional services.  …Deacons and lay men and women who lead prayer are trained in 

a Diocesan program for ministry of presiding at prayer.  After completion of the training program, the 

pastor or parish director arranges for an order of blessing to support and pray for the deacon or lay leader 

in their role as a parish leader of prayer.  Ordinarily the lay leader of prayer vests with the alb for the 

ministry of leading prayer. 

 

Although we did not have a formal blessing for the 7 people pictured, we do ask your support and prayer for their 

willingness to be trained and their dedication and readiness to be of service to our parish. Each has been involved in 

many public prayers and services including Liturgy of the Word and Communion at area nursing homes, Vigil for 

the Deceased, Rite of Committal, Stations of the Cross and Evening Prayer. Thank you Michele Becker, Rosemary 

Baloun, Mary Meisinger,  Sheila De Luca, Nancy Beaudry, Greg Meller and Bill Bushner!
