My prayer is private. Why should | tell

my parish about my prayer life?

Prayer is a very private exercise. However, as
Christians, our baptismal call is to share the
Good News and help others to live more like
Christ. By sharing your commitment to prayer,
you say to your church community, “I believe
that prayer is important and I want to be an
example for others.” A written commitment to
prayer also offers you an opportunity to reflect
on how you might grow in your prayer life and
can help hold you accountable to meeting those
goals. It also helps parish leadership to see how
our members would like to grow in their spiritual
lives so that we can offer the right
opportunities, resources, and feedback.

One Family’s Paths to Prayer

Yesterday, she walks in the door, slams her backpack
down, looks at me and starts to cry. Today, she tosses her
backpack on the table and blurts out, "Mom, I've had the
best day!" One never knows what to expect with 1 teenager
and 2 tweens. Wasn't it just yesterday when the biggest
issue was walking to the park? One thing remains the
same; we always make time for prayer.

Praying with our children is central to keeping perspective
amidst the craziness. In our house, we have found that
bedtime is the best time to connect. Every night we gather
to say our bedtime prayers. We each have an opportunity
to pray about something that is touching our lives. We pray
for friends, families, co-workers, and even those whom we
are not particularly fond of. It's a time for us to come
together as a unit, created and sustained by God. One night
my husband was at work late and he made sure to call us
so we were still able to pray together!

We also read a daily bible verse and devotion. There are
many good resources available that reflect on today’s life.
Our kids have told us many times that they look forward to
the devotions because they are put into terms they can
understand. The devotional comes with a prayer for the
day. We write the prayer on a magnetic white board on our
refrigerator. Even if we don’‘t have time for the bible
readings, I still try to put the prayer on the board each day.
If it sparks interest, the kids can pick up the book
themselves or ask to read it as a family.

Making time for family prayer, both formal and informal,
creates connections. Our daily prayer bonds us. Not only
does it keep our family strong, it allows each of us more
opportunities to be God's hands. That’s what it’s all about.
