Sharing 
Social Justice and Outreach Thanksgiving Collection—Resurrection’s outreach is made possible ONLY 

through YOUR generous stewardship of sharing in this once-a-year collection. The greater the amount of donations, the 

more Resurrection is able to assist others in their stewardship of service. The Social Justice & Outreach Committee 

allocates 5% of funds collected to individual emergency needs in the parish, 15% to social justice & advocacy, and 30% 

beyond our community (regionally – parishes in Neopit & Keshena; nationally – our twin parish St. Theresa in Okolona, 

MS; and internationally – Friends of Haiti). 

 

The other 50% of this collection goes to the greater Green Bay community organizations. Mini-grant recipients 

are chosen through a formal process of application and evaluation by the Social Justice and Outreach Committee. Your 

generous sharing will help us again to respond to the many needs in our community. The following Green Bay 

organizations were recipients of your generous stewardship last year. 

Donations to Resurrection Parish are tax deductible. If you donate with a check made out to Resurrection, a tax 

receipt will be provided for your records. Look for the pink envelope in this mailing. You are also invited to bring a 

nonperishable food item for area pantries to Thanksgiving Day Mass. 
 

 

 

Service 
As always, be alert and listen for the many ways God may be calling you to service. Ring Salvation Army bells, 

make cookies for a homeless shelter, take a young child Christmas shopping, prepare dinner for someone ill, send a 

Christmas card to a shut-in, and spend a night with just your family. 

ñéa stewardship way of life, marked by faith-filled prayer, 

service to our neighbor, and generous sharing.ò 
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Shhh. Don’t let them know we are telling you. Did you know we have angels in our midst? You might even be one of 

them. These angels move so quietly and gently that they are gone before you see them. What they do may be felt by 

many or maybe only one. But what a difference it makes to that one.  
 

Who are they?   

Some are parishioners who bring Holy Communion to our neighbors at the Libal St. Group Home. Every 

Friday morning they spend a few moments with people who canôt get to church but who long for the 

nourishment of the Body of Christ.  

Another brings Holy Communion to 3 friends whose lives have changed and can no longer attend church.  

And then there is the fellow who checks the rubber pads on the pews and replaces the ones that have fallen 

off.  

Did you ever wonder who washes and irons the purificators that are used to clean the communion cup after 

each person takes a sip. Clean ones are needed for each cup at every mass. Thatôs 28 just on the weekend!   

Some of our parishioners bring meals on wheels but it doesnôt stop there. Some have arranged to take a 

parishioner to the Senior Center so she can enjoy otherôs company a few times a week. These folks saw a 

need and just went ahead and filled it.  

Our parish is responsible for bringing Communion to the patients at Aurora every Saturday, for providing 

Liturgy of the Word with Communion every Sunday, Wednesday and Thursday at a local nursing home. Who 

does this?  You guessed it ï the angels in our midst.  

At any given time, at least 20 pyx (container for carrying Holy Communion to someone at home) are being 

used by parishioners caring for a loved one at home or a neighbor in need. One gentleman has been 

stopping every Sunday for over ten years at the home of parishioners to bring them the bulletin and Holy 

Communion.  

Other families minister daily to elderly parents living with them or in nursing homes. 

One woman wanted to reach out in some way. She is now helping a woman learn English while she is being 

enriched by another culture.  

Many parishioners deliver a homemade meal to Resurrection families who are struggling through difficult 

times. 

These angels bring kindness to others in the simplest yet most profound ways. One person who provided a ride for an 

elderly woman was the first to send her condolences to the family at the woman’s death. She thanked the family for the 

privilege of knowing their mother. These quiet ministries are only a few of the ways our people are being the eyes, the 

hands and the heart of Christ to people in our community.
